STEPS AT THE END OF THE UPPER LAKE

Photographs of the early 1850s are the only source material for these steps that lead down to a landing-place on the western side at the head of the Upper Lake. A caption to one of the photographs recorded by R Morris notes that they were destroyed ‘during the making of railroad’ in c. 1852. This railroad is something of a mystery. The steps were cut into a rock face where the valley of the Afon Llan narrows to a gorge. Nothing else is known of this spot favoured for photography by John Dillwyn Llewelyn. They had gone by the time of the Ordnance Survey 1:2500 1st Edition map in 1877, although their location can be estimated with some precision from the photographs.
