RIVER WALK

National Grid Reference: SS6273298694

This walk skirts the eastern bank of the Afon Llan from the Old Bridge at its northern end to the site of a footbridge at its southern end. It is shown on Ordnance Survey 1:2500 maps hugging the riverbank. It appears in photographs by John Dillwyn Llewelyn. These photographs clearly show its formal construction. It was about 3m wide and had a well-maintained gravel surface. The whole course of the walk is now under dense scrub and woodland and nothing of it can be seem, although it is highly likely that vegetation clearance will reveal at least sections of it. Low dry-stone walling against the river bank itself (04502w) indicates that some light engineering work was required to prevent the walk from being washed away by flood water.
