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Rydym yn adnabod stadia modern yn syth fel 
lleoliad pwrpasol gweithgareddau chwaraeon 
o’r radd flaenaf yn yr ugeinfed ganrif ar 
hugain. Nid oedd yr un stadiwm yn bodoli hyd 
chwarter olaf y bedwaredd ganrif ar bymtheg 
pan ddechreuodd clybiau adeiladu standiau 
er mwyn denu noddwyr a oedd yn barod i 
dalu mwy. Câi’r rhain eu codi ar hyd y llinell 
ystlys fwyaf agored, gan atal pobl nad oedd 
am dalu rhag gweld y gêm. Erbyn dechrau’r 
ugeinfed ganrif, roedd penseiri fel Archibald 
Leitch wedi dechrau cynllunio stadia go iawn 
a oedd yn canolbwyntio ar brofiad y gwyliwr.

Modern stadiums are instantly recognisable 
as the quintessential venue of twenty-first-
century top-flight sporting activity. Stadiums 
were unknown until the last quarter of the 
nineteenth century when clubs began to 
construct grandstands in order to attract 
higher-paying patrons. These usually 
appeared along the most exposed touchline 
thereby blocking the view of those who 
wanted to watch the match for free. By the 
early twentieth century, architects such 
as Archibald Leitch began to dedicate 
themselves to designing genuine stadiums 
with a focus on the spectator experience.
