(Stackpole Court will be included in the CADW register but it is doubtful whether lesser buildings such as this will be noticed)

For sale by the church May 2000 with church and NT covenants. Sold October 2000. Planning application to convert coach-house to dwelling.

Scrappy modern entrance to short drive. Trees on each side include regenerating (?) young elms and an evergreen oak as well as sycamores in plenty. This entry was probably rebuilt at some time in the recent past. Stump of much larger tree to left. Woodland to each side.

A branch drive soon goes downslope to the left to the front (left) of the coach-house.

Stable for two horses with partition and some fittings. Roof in very poor condition.  Arched coach entrance to roofed and cobbled passage. Beyond this slate steps up to a corn loft above.

Passage emerges into open area behind the apparent cottage the groundfloor of which consists of stable for two more horses with partition and fittings, a room set back a little with cobbled area in front and a very narrow staircase in the far left corner to the upper floor and, at the end, a coach shed. Living accommodation above with dormer-type windows facing north.

About 10 metres south of the building a stone wall less than 2m high runs east-west and forms part of the north wall of the garden. It curves northward to a point a few metres below the drive. Near the top is a pedestrian gateway. The north wall proper now goes west towards the house for about 25m. Below the junction of the west wall with the north is a pedestrian gateway - the access from the house. The west wall could be about 35m

and the east wall which is perforated by a cart-width entrance runs south from the corner of the coachhouse is about 25m. An intact south wall joins them.The walls are intact but nowhere more than 2m high. They are of limestone rubble with limestone dressings.The tops are cemented with a slight slope inwards and a decorative coping of a single layer of bricks layed sideways and on their sides.

The land slopes southwards but the garden is inpenetrable. A large apple near the NE corner and another more central.        

The drive continues to the north side of the house where both doors are.

A small border between the doors has been cultivated (as a flower border?) fronted by large rough stones.

The south front is elevated with three steep terraces below which there is an estate iron fence bounding a field of grass. The latter slopes quite steeply down to the church.

More trees shelter the west and north.
