(James Mathias married Alyne Louisa Eliza Hulton. Their niece, Elinor Amy Lloyd Mathias, married Burnet  George Rind and their son Burnet George Abercrombie Rind 

married Gladys Mary Cairns.

Henry Mathias, brother of James, had married C.M.C.Lloyd Philipps of Dale Castle. Elinor was their daughter.)

The Rinds had Scottish and Indian Army connections. Lieut Colonel George Burnet Abercrombie Rind DL was High Sheriff in 1935. Born  30 Aug 1880 , son of G.B.Rind, married Gladys May daughter of Thomas Cairns of Dilston Hall, Northumberland. Educated at King’s School, Bruton and RMC, served with the Indian Army.

The son of Col Rind, Burnet Henry George was severely injured in WW2. 
A photograph of 1922 shows an informal cottage garden on the south side of the house. After the war the colonel erected small (in commercial terms) glasshouses and produced tomatoes.  Later he purchased a field near St Ishmaels and erected extensive timber-framed 
Greenhouses producing large numbers of tomatoes.  His son later took over but he was an alcoholic and soon had to sell the business. (E.R.Basten who purchased the St Ishmael Nurseries in the early 1970s and replaced the timber structures with 2 acres of aluminium and glass with the latest ventilation system)

It is said that there was a nursery/market garden here after WW2, somehow linked with St Ishmaels, selling tomatoes. People remember substantial glasshouses in the grounds.
