Home of the Harries family for 400 years. Estate, once part of Jordanston, broken up and sold 1912. Home farm purchased by NT 1986. House vandalised by the then owner c1992. Present owner (nee Harries) and her husband M. Sayer. Considerable restoration of interior and of gardens has taken place.

A long wall along the west of the site, somewhat restored, has an entrance. Walls and buildings on north side. Vegetable and orchard at a higher level.

There is a single Trachycarpus fortunii, very tall (still alive autumn 2003)                       

On the south wall of the nave of St Tudwals Church, Llanstadwell is a memorial tablet to Richard Mathias of Hayston who died at Ventnor, Isle of Wight, in 1836 aged 38 years aqnd to Justine, his wife, daughter of George Harries, Tregwynt, who died in 1838 aged 30 years. Also to Mary, his sister. He founded and endowed Llanstadwell and Rosemarket District School.

Talk given by the owner, Mrs Anne Sayer, to the Pembrokeshire branch of the WHGT at Camrose on 20th October 2003:

The lawn ran right up to the house at one time and there was a haha which still exists in the sycamore woodland but is silted up.

There was a conservatory on the site of the present one containing the old camellias which survive to this day. A white one is in flower this day. The lady owner in 19th century used to send blooms by train to Fortnum and Mason where they sold for the not inconsiderable sum of 8d each. The shrubs have trunks “as thick as one’s waist” and have had to be lopped in the past as they were pushing up the roof.

Western Telegraph 8th May 30, 2002 advertised for sale but when brochure was requested GH was informed that the family were reconsidering the move.
